	Group working as a team.  Each member contributes fully to the presentation.  Most group members maintain eye contact at some time with the audience.  Clear delivery and pace of speech.  Visual resources clearly support the information being delivered.  Range of visual resources included.  All group members answer questions with confidence.

	Either very wide ranging or very detailed.  Sociological terminology used the majority of the time, some left without detailed explanation.
